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Abstract

This article aims to discuss the similarities and differences between adverb in Arabic
and English. The purpose of this study is to make it easier for beginners in Arabic and
English to understand the use of adverb in both languages. In this study the researchers
used the library research by using descriptiveanalysis method.As for the data source for
this research, it is taken from the book “The Arabic Lessons Collector” by Mustafa Al-
Ghalayin and the book “Basic English Grammar” by Annie Seton.The results showed
that dzaraf or maf’ul fil in Arabic was mentioned to explain the time or place, which to
answer the question “when” or “where”. While dzaraf in english is to show a word that
describes a verb or the way an event occurs. The similarities between the two are found
in the basic divison of dzaraf, its basic function and its location in the sentence.
Meanwhile, the difference between the two languages lies in the complementary
division of the dzaraf and additional functions.

Abstrak

Artikel ini bertujuan untuk membahas persamaan dan perbedaan antara dzaraf dalam
Bahasa arab dan Bahasa inggris. Tujuan penelitian ini untuk memberi kemudahan
kepada para pelgar pemula Bahasa Arab dan Bahasa Inggris daam memahami
persamaan dan perbedaan keterangan (dzaraf) yang terdapat pada kedua Bahasa
tersebut. Dalam penelitian ini peneliti menggunakan studi perpustakaan (library
research) dengan menggunakan metode analisis deskriptif. Adapun sumber data
penelitianinidiambildaribuku “The Arabic Lessons Collector” karya Mustafa Al-
Ghalayin dan buku “Basic English Grammar” karya Annie Seton. Hasil penelitian
menunjukkan bahwa dzaraf atau maf’ul fih dalam Bahasa arab disebutkan untuk
menjelaskan waktu atau tempat yaitu untuk menjawab pertanyaan “kapan” atau “di
mana”. Sementara dzaraf dalam Bahasa Inggris adalah untuk menunjukkan kata yang
menjelaskan kata kerja atau cara terjadinya suatu peristiwa. Adapun persamaan diantara
keduanya adalah terdapat pada pembagian dzaraf secara dasar, dzaraf secara fungsi
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dasar dan dzaraf secaraletaknya di dalam kalimat. Sedangkan perbedaan dzaraf diantara
kedua Bahasa tersebut terletak pada pembagian dzaraf secara pelengkap dan fungsi
tambahan.
